The Chronology of Jesusô Birth

1. The announcement of the conception of Jesus to Mary (Luke 

1:26).

2. Mary visits her relative Elizabeth in Judea (Luke 1:39).

3. The announcement of the conception of Jesus to Joseph (Matt 

1:18).

4. The trip to Bethlehem and the birth of Jesus (Luke 2:1-7).

5. The angels announce the birth to the shepherds (Luke 2:8-19).



The Chronology of Jesusô Birth

6. Jesus circumcised on the eighth day (Luke 2:21).

7. Jesus presented in the Temple on the 42nd day (Luke 2:22-38).

8. The Magi arrive from Babylon and visit Herod the Great (Matt 

2:1-12).

9. An angel warns Joseph about Herodôs plot to kill Jesus and they 

leave for Egypt (Matt 2:13-15).

10. Herodôs slaughter of the children in Bethlehem (Matt 2:16-18).

11. An angel informs Joseph of Herodôs dead and the family 

returns to Nazareth (Matt 2:19-23; Luke 2:39).
